Accurate and complete records shall be furnished to the Chief Engineer by March 1 following the end of each
calendar year. Failure to file the annual water use report by the due date, shall cause the applicant to be subject to a civil penaity.

The use of water herein authorized shall not be made so as to impair any use under existing water rights nor prejudicially and
unreasonably affect the public interest.

The Chief Engineer specifically retains jurisdiction in this matter with authority to make such reasonable reductions in the approved
rate of diversion and quantity authorized, and such changes in other terms, conditions, and limitation set forth in this approval and
permit to proceed as may be deemed to be in the public interest.



ATTACHMENT TO TERM PERMIT

T&OLLC

This applicant currently is operating a water techology farm and is requesting another. The data
from these farms can be very benefical to potential operators with limited water capacity.

The proposed term permit is to authorize a 5 year water technology farm to conduct research for
the profitablity of limited irrigation on row crop on one quarter and grass on on another quarter.
There will be grazing on both quarters. This is a five year pilot project with the potental for an
additional five years if there is no adverse affects.

The term permit will authorized the new quarter with the condition that the quarter be limited
irrigation row crop for the term of the research project. The exisiting acreage will be put into a
variety of pasture grases, with limited irrigation. With minimal water needs for new variety of
grasses for grazing with the new pivot/land, this will allow for economic return test with minimal
water use over the 5 year project rather than relying on high water use consuming crops.

The applicant requests the first 5 years to allow needed adjustments of water use during a trial
and error evaluation. The quantity of the first 5 years will be based on 10% from the authorized
quantity. A review of the water use record shows this owner has pumped on average about 30
acre-feet less than the previous operator. The most recent use is about 20% off authorized. We
arrived at 10% from authorized giving credit for the 30 af of conservation from the new owner.
If successful at the end of 5 years, the applicant will request a renewal of the term permit for
another five years to finalize the research. If more than 10% conservation is achieved, the
applicant agrees to an addition conservation factor of ¥z of the saving over the 10%.

If successful at the end of 10 years, and there is not net increase in the consumptive use of the
water right, the applicant will file for a change in place of use and meet the requirements in KAR
5-5-11 for a permemant water right if so desired. If the project is not successful, the term permit
will not be renewed and project will not longer be viable. Everything will revert back to the
current water right conditions. All data and water use will be reported each year to the Division
of Water Resources for review and evaluation of the research program. The applicant
understands the risk of purchasing an irrigation system under these conditions.
