 Phil Moreman, General Manager, Syracuse Feedyard owner of the referenced water right 
authorized for stockwater use, filed an application for approval to change the point of diversion which 
proposes to correct the location of a new well that was approved in October 2017.   The application 
received on November 9, 2022, is located in the Arkansas River Basin, Ark River IGUCA

The referenced water right appears not to be abandoned as per K.S.A. 82a-718, and is in 
compliance with K.S.A. 82a-732.  The application appears to be complete per K.A.R. 5-5-2a, Complete 
change application.  As required by K.S.A. 82a -1906, the nearby landowners who were indicated to own 
a well within one-half (½) mile were contacted by letter dated April 7, 2023. No comments were received.

The approval will correct the point of diversion per K.A.R. 5-5-6, Failure to construct diversion 
works at authorized location.

The referenced file authorizes one (1) well with no overlaps in the point of diversion.  It appears 
the 2017 approved point of diversion was completed 718 feet to the South of the authorized location.  
The application proposes to authorize the actual location of 467 feet North and 3,997 feet West of the 
Southeast corner of Section 10, Township 24 South, Range 40 West, Hamilton County, not the authorized 
of 885 feet North and 4,020 feet West.  The approval will correct the qualifiers to the Southeast Quarter 
of the Southwest Quarter of the Southwest Quarter (SE¼ SW¼ SW¼).

The previously authorized approval being corrected moved the well away from the Arkansas 
River.  The corrected location is closer to the river, but still less than the originally authorized point of 
diversion that was located 100 feet North and 3,380 feet West . The correction appears to comply with 
the Ark River IGUCA requirement of not moving closer to the river.

Review of the well logs for this confined Dakota (Code 340) sourced well completed in 2018 found 
the newer well to be completed approximately 100 feet deeper than the originally authorized well.  The 
new well has clay and clay with shale from 401 to 440 feet, however  comparison of the well logs indicates 
the same local source of supply.  The owner submitted the required log with the 2020 notice of 
completion. 

The water right is subject to K.A.R. 5-4-4; Well spacing which indicates that the minimum well 
spacing requirement to other non-temporary and non-domestic wells for the wells in the confined Dakota 
is four (4) miles and one-half (½) mile to domestic wells.  A review of a four (4) mile area around the 
proposed well found the well under File No. 37,653 located approximately 1,200 feet to the Northeast is 
also  classified as confined Dakota (Code 340) source of supply and has been historically waived.   It 
was initially thought a waiver of K.A.R. 5-4-4  was needed, thus requested and processed as such, but 
later review indicates the change complies with part (d)(2) of K.A.R. 5-4-4 with the currently completed 
well being less than that 300 feet from the originally authorized.  The change actually improves the 
distance to the other Dakota wells, that are under the same ownership and serving the same livestock 
facility.  It appears a waiver is not required per K.A.R. 5-4-4(d)(2).

There are two(2) domestic wells and two (2) stockwater wells utilized  for by the feedlot use 
located within one-half (½) mile.  There are six(6) water rights that authorize a total of ten (10) wells within 
the four mile area, all of which are authorized for stockwater use and owned by the applicant. As the 
domestic wells are close to the well under File No. 22,076, and not very deep, they would be classified 
as being in the Ark River IGUCA and considered alluvium.  The review of the domestic well logs found 
they were completed to 191 feet, at gray shale.   The corrected well and the existing wells under the 
senior rights, File Nos. 32,061 & 37,653, have never meet the maximum well to well spacing and will not 
meet the spacing after the approval, but the owner has operated them as such for thirty years.

Michael Meyer, Water Commissioner of the Garden City Field Office has reviewed the proposed 
change.   He recommended approval of the proposal and supported the waiver of K.A.R. 5-4-4  if needed 
per his e-mail dated April 21, 2023.  As it appears the waiver is not needed it would appear he still 
recommends the application be approved. 

The well has a flow meter installed and a water level measuring tube.   A check valve will be 
required on if the systems will be chemigating.  The owner will be informed by letter that the old well is to 
be plugged in accordance with KDHE regulations.  A well log will not be a condition of the approval as a 
log was submitted with the notice of completion.  This correction will not require a notice of completion in 
2023 as it appears to have been submitted and the well is complete.

The proposed change to correct the well location appears to comply with the IGUCA, is 
reasonable, and the source of supply will remain unchanged.  It appears impairment is not an issue in 
this area and it is recommended by DWR staff the application be approved.
