After a preliminary review of your above referenced application for permit to appropriate water
received in this office on October 23, 2020 it is being returned to you for additional information. In
your original application, you requested a 60-day period of time in which to determine the precise
location for your point of diversion within a specified quarter section tract of land described as the
Northeast Quarter (NE '4) of Section 29, in Township 19 South, Range 1 West, McPherson County,
Kansas. Due to our delay in returning the original application to you, the 60-day period of time will
start as of the date of this letter.

Once you’ve determined the precise location for your point of diversion, complete the rest of
Paragraph No. 5 of your application by providing the description for the 10-acre tract location of the
point of diversion as well as the feet distances North and West of the Southeast corner of the Section.
In the case of a battery of wells, please provide the description of the location of the proposed
geographic center of the well battery, as well as the location for each of the individual wells
comprising the battery of wells.
