John Voght has filed the referenced application to appropriate groundwater for irrigation use, with a 
requested quantity of 202.8 acre-feet per year at a rate of 800 gallons per minute from one (1) well located 
in the Northeast Quarter of the Southwest Quarter of the Southeast Quarter (NE¼ SW¼ SE¼) of Section 
30, more particularly described as being near a point 814 feet North and 1,472 feet West of the Southeast 
corner of said section, in Township 33 South, Range 1 West, Harvey County, within the drainage basin 
of the Little Arkansas River.  The proposed point of diversion is located within the boundaries of the Equus 
Beds Groundwater Management District No. 2 (GMD 2).  The entire proposed place of use is owned by the 
applicant.  The applicant has signed the application form stating that he has legal access to the point of 
diversion.   
 
The applicant identified two nearby domestic wells within one-half mile of the proposed well.  Nearby 
notification letters were mailed on September 8, 2022.  No contact of any kind was received.  According 
to WRIS, the nearest non-domestic point of diversion (Water Appropriation, File No. 46,026) is 5,938 feet 
away.  Based off of the site map, the nearest domestic well appears to be 701 feet away.  The proposed 
point of diversion meets minimum well spacing to all existing wells.  Per the requirements in K.A.R. 5-22-2, 
the minimum well spacing should be 1,320 feet to all other non-domestic wells and 660 feet to domestic wells. 
 
A well log submitted with the application shows layers of sand and clay from 3 to 62 feet and grey shale 
from 62 to 63 feet.  The well log shows a static water level of 18 feet giving a saturated thickness of 44 
feet.   
 
The requested quantity of water of 202.8 acre-feet is being proposed to irrigate 156 acres identified on 
the irrigation supplement sheet of the application.  This complies with the maximum reasonable quantity 
of Harvey County of 1.3 acre-feet per acre.   
 
A copy of the application was submitted to GMD 2 on September 23, 2022.  A recommendation for approval 
was received on October 28, 2022, and states that the new application complies with the Revised Aquifer 
Management Program approved by the Chief Engineer and with the District’s Rules and Regulations K.A.R. 
5-22-1 through 5-22-17.   
 
In accordance with K.S.A. 82a-706c, the Chief Engineer retains full authority to require any water user to install 
meters gages, or other measuring devices, which devices he or she or his or her agents may read at any time.  
Water flowmeter requirements are further described in K.A.R. 5-1-4 through K.A.R. 5-1-12.  If any chemical 
or foreign substance is injected into the water pumped under this permit, a check valve will also need to be 
installed.   
 
The proposed application is subject to minimum desirable streamflow requirements.  The applicant signed, 
notarized, and returned the required form to our office.   
 
In an email dated January 18, 2023, Jeff Lanterman, Water Commissioner, Stafford Field Office, 
recommended approval of the referenced application. Based on the above discussion, well spacing and safe 
yield criteria are met, GMD has recommended it for approval, and approval of the application will not impair 
senior water rights nor prejudicially or unreasonably affected the public interest, it is recommended that the 
referenced application be approved.
