Kelly - Sorry for the delay in getting back to you. I don't see Jodie's map 
that you reference, but if I am looking at this correctly, the certificate 
well footage measurements were off and the original well is located more 
than 300 feet from the certificate well location. This looks more of an 
error in the certificate, rather than the well being located in the wrong 
location. I am OK with a short change in PD application being approved. We 
normally do not review moves ofless than 300 feet, but if you want us to 
review this one because the proposed well location appears to be more than 
300 feet from the currently authorized location, we can review it if you 
send us a review request. I did a quick well spacing evaluation and it 
appears that the new well location, if it is close to the actual well 
location, should comply with our minimum well spacing requirements. If you 
want to send us a review request, I can turn it around back to you quickly. 
I'm good either way. Also, FYI, for change in PD applications in GMD2, the 
application needs either a completed Abandoned Well Plugging Agreement or 
Inactive Well Agreement submitted with the application per K.A.R.
