1. That on January 6, 2021, the Chief Engineer received an application from David Forshee for a
permit to appropriate groundwater for beneficial use, assigned File No. 50,501, proposing the
appropriation of 60 acre-feet of water, at a maximum requested diversion rate of 600 gallon per
minute, from a one (1) well for irrigation use.

2.  That after review of the application and discussion with Stockton Field Office staff, a letter was
sent to the applicant on December 6, 2021, requesting a 48-hour pump test and detailed report
(done by a consulting firm or groundwater professional licensed through the KS Board of
Technical Professions) over said test.

3.  Thatthe letter provided a deadline of February 4, 2022 to supply the required information, in order
for the file to continue the approval process.

4.  That no information has been presented and no contact of any kind has been received from the
applicant to date.

5.  That the application should be dismissed and its priority forfeited as provided by K.S.A. 82a-710.

NOW, THEREFORE, It is the decision and order of the Chief Engineer, Division of Water
Resources, Kansas Department of Agriculture, that effective the date of this order, in accordance with
the law, Application, File No. 50,501, is herewith dismissed and the priority assigned to it is considered
to be forfeited.
