Robert F. and Alaina L. Brown have filed the above referenced application proposing to 
appropriate 126 acre-feet of surface water by direct diversion at 1,000 gallons per minute from 
one pump site located on Republican River Tributary 11, for irrigation use in Jewell County.

 This file replaces dismissed file 49,454. Based on K.A.R. 5-3-24, the requested quantity of 126 
acre-feet appears reasonable for irrigation of the proposed 97 acres (1.3 acre-feet per acre in 
Jewell County). 

No notification letters were sent on this file. Landowners one-half (1/2) mile North are located in 
Nebraska and there are no other landowners one-half (1/2) mile South on the same tributary as 
the proposed application.

The applicant has submitted a signed Minimum Desirable Streamflow (MDS) statement which 
has been properly notarized. By completing this statement, the applicant affirms his knowledge 
that there could be times when the diversion of water may not be allowed under this permit. 
Additionally, since the source of water is surface water from a tributary to the Republican River, 
the permit will be conditioned as follows: "That order to implement the provisions of K.A.R. 5-3-
11(d)(6), no water shall be diverted unless the written permission of the Chief Engineer, or an 
authorized representative of the Chief Engineer, is obtained each time applicant desires to 
divert water. The approval of this permit is not an indication that surface water will be available 
from this source of supply, or that written permission will be granted to divert water." The Lower 
Republican River Basin is currently open to new appropriations meeting the criteria required by 
K.A.R. 5-3- d)(6), and the approval of this application is consistent with similar applications 
requesting surface water in Republican River basin. 

In accordance with K.S.A. 82a-706c, the Chief Engineer retains full authority to require any 
water user to install meters, gages, or other measuring devices, which devices he or she or his 
or her agents may read at time. Water flowmeter requirements are further described in K.A.R. 5-
1-4 through K.A.R. 5-1-12. If any chemical or foreign substance is injected into the water 
pumped under this permit, a check valve will also need to be installed.

This new application also requires a structures permit. The structures application, SJW-005, is 
for permit to construct a crossing across a tributary to the Republican River. The crossing is 
used to access farm ground and is also used to impound water in the stream channel to irrigate 
with. This permit has been worked by Leonard Bristow in the Stockton Field Office and will be 
approved at the same time as the new application. 



In an email on April 6, 2023, Kelly Stewart, Water Commissioner of the Stockton Field Office 
recommended approval of the application. Based on the above discussion and the available 
information, it is recommended that the referenced application be approved.
