John and Barbara Lieszler filed applications for approval to change the authorized place 
of use for File Nos. 21,179 and 25,268 both authorized groundwater in the Republican River 
Basin. The referenced change applications were filed in conjunction with Application, File No. 
50,384 being processed by Doug Schemm, Environmental Scientist of the Topeka Field Office.

The above referenced files do not appear abandoned as per K.S.A. 82a-718.  

File Nos. 21,179 and 25,268 have no overlaps in the authorized points of diversion and 
are authorized a total of 378 acre-feet of groundwater water for irrigation of the same 469 acres 
located in Sections 30 and 31, Township 5 South, Range 1 East, Washington County.  The 
referenced change applications propose to create a complete overlap in the place of use with 
Application, File No. 50,384 (surface water), adding new acreage in for a total of 549 acres to 
be irrigated. 

The total (since no limitations) quantity to be authorized by File Nos. 21,179, 25,268 and 
50,384 will provide 474 acre-feet total for 549 acres or 0.90 acre-feet per acre, which appears 
reasonable. (1.2 acre-feet per acre is the maximum allowed in Washington County)

Doug sent notifications on June 12, 2020 to nearby upstream and downstream 
landowners one-half (½) mile upstream and downstream of the property boundaries, informing 
them of the new application and the referenced change applications. Doug received a 
telephone call from a downstream landowner asking about general questions and concerns.  

The authorized wells for File Nos. 21,179 and 25,268 will be better described with g.p.s. 
feet distances as provided on the referenced change applications.

The same local source of supply will not change.

Katherine Tietsort, Water Commissioner of the Topeka Field Office, recommended 
approval of the applications in a September 10, 2020 e-mail.

Water flow meters are required.  Check valves are required if any chemical or foreign 
substance is injected into the water through the diversion works. 

Based on the above discussion, that the changes are reasonable, that impairment to 
existing water rights is unlikely, that no change in the local source of supply will occur, and if 
Application, File No. 50,384 can be approved, it has been recommended that the change 
applications be approved.
