Michael Jantz has filed the application referred to above for a permit to appropriate 170 acre-feet 
of surface water in a proposed reservoir at a rate not to exceed all natural flows of Salt Creek Trib 1.  
This quantity (170) acre-feet of the stored water will then be rediverted at 1,500 gallons per minute for 
irrigation use of 946 acres which overlaps in the place of use with Water Appropriation No. 50,579. The 
point of diversion is the centerline of a dam located in the Northwest Quarter of Section 21, Township 28 
South, Range 14 East, in Wilson County. The new reservoir is located within the Fall River drainage 
basin and has a capacity of 111.8 acre-feet.  The applicant has signed the application form stating he 
has access to the point of diversion.  As mentioned above, this application overlaps in the place of use 
with Water Appropriation no. 50,579 with 946 acres being irrigated.    

Runoff calculations determined that there is 17.74 inches of runoff per acre, and the small 
drainage area of 115 acres will only provide for 170 acre-feet of runoff in 1 out of every five (5) years (a 
20% chance).  Therefore, per K.A.R. 5-6-5, the runoff quantity is the limiting factor, and the application 
was reduced to this quantity.  The capacity of the reservoir was initially noted at 111.8 acre-feet but after 
further review by the structure’s department, this was adjusted to 98 acre-feet.  The proposed direct use 
quantity of 170 acre-feet, is equivalent to 1.73 times the capacity (98 AF), which is well within the normal 
“rule of thumb” of direct use quantity being no more than 5 times the capacity of the reservoir at normal 
pool for reasonable storage quantity.  

The total quantity of water that will be rediverted (170 acre-feet), is less than the maximum 
allowable to irrigate the proposed 946 acres, based on the allowable quantity for irrigation in Wilson 
County of 1.0 AF/acre.  The volume of 170 acre-feet will be combined with 320 acre-feet of volume from 
the place of use overlap with Water Appropriation No. 50,579 will provide 490 acre-feet to irrigate 946 
acres.  However, this still provides 0.52 AF/acre which may be considered reasonable for irrigation 
purposes.

The applicant identified two upstream and two downstream landowners within one-half (½) mile of 
the property lines, and nearby landowner letters were sent out on October 4th, 2022.  One response was 
received from on October 7th, 2022, who feels that approving this application would decrease the 
amount of water flow into their pond.  However, after further review, it seems that the pond from the 
concerned letter is fed by another small tributary in the area.  The only other water right within one mile 
of this application is owned by the applicant. 

The proposed structure was reviewed by DWR Water Structures Program staff and was 
determined to qualify as a low hazard exemption.  Therefore, no further structural permitting is required 
on this dam.

As allowed by K.S.A. 82a-706(c) an approved water flow meter shall be installed on the 
secondary diversion works (pump site) for this file.  If any chemical or foreign substance is injected into 
the water pumped under this permit, a check valve will also need to be installed.  Since this is a 
proposed, new reservoir, a Special Condition on the Permit will be needed to provide an initial fill 
quantity of 62.7 acre-feet (capacity).  

Based on the above discussion, that this area is open to new appropriations, the proposed 
appropriation of water is reasonable, the dam is non-jurisdictional for structures permitting, and senior 
rights will not be impacted, it is recommended that the referenced new application be approved.
