Flow rate was estimated at approximately 200+ GPM. This was estimated by timing the
recovery rate in a 10-inch hole. The test hole was drilled to a depth of 100 feet, then
estimated recovery was approximately 100 GPM. More ground water was encountered
when the test hole was then advanced to a depth of 140 feet where an extremely
weathered limestone and void were encountered. Flow rate was then estimated to have
increased to approximately 200+ GPM.
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
